Pastoral Letters

1 & 2 Timothy & Titus

The two letters addressed to Timothy and one to Titus are collectively called the "_____________" letters not only since they are addressed to some early Christian leaders or "pastors", but also because they give instructions about the qualifications and responsibilities of people who are to be "_______________" or shepherds of local congregations.

Background & Theme

When Paul was released from his first Roman imprisonment, he took Titus and Timothy with him to ____________ to evangelize the island.  Paul left Titus on Crete and went to ________________, where he left Timothy on his way to Macedonia.

When Paul left Timothy in Ephesus, the situation was quite ____________.  That was not the case with Titus in Crete. Apparently, Paul wrote to Timothy first and, after some reflection on the same issues, wrote also to Titus. There is great similarity between these two letters, but Titus lacks the sense of urgency found in 1 Timothy.

Because Titus’ church on Crete was newly planted, the main concern of Paul was that the believers begin living an _______________ Christian life, so as to be an example of the grace of God to their pagan __________________.
